Ron & Sons Receives Project Approval 

HUD Grant Awarded 

Congratulations to The Catholic Diocese of Venice.  In July the Diocese was awarded a 202 Capital Grant 

of $9,724,600 from the Department of Housing and Urban Development.  The money will be dedicated to 

Pope John XXIII Villas, an outreach of the Diocese of Venice through Blessed Pope John XXIII Catholic 

Church.  The housing development will provide quality affordable housing for seniors of all faiths.  The Lee 

County Board of County Commissioners also awarded a grant of $600,000 from the Affordable Housing 

Trust Fund as a local commitment to the project.  The 3-story apartment building will be located adjacent 

to the Blessed Pope John XXIII Parrish in south Fort Myers.  The project will also include roadway 

improvements and extension of water and sewer mains to the area.  Construction is anticipated to begin 

in spring 2011.  Woodroffe Corporation Architects of Tampa, has been selected as the project architect, 

and ME&S General Contractors Inc. has been selected as the general contractor. 

Ron & Rons has received approval for a 554 sqft 

addition to their building along College Parkway.  

They will also be adding some new architectural 

features to the existing building and adding new 

landscaping around the property giving it a fresh 

updated look.  Hammer Construction has been 

selected as the general contractor for the project.

A ground breaking ceremony was held on August 3rd 

for the new American Legion Post 336 building.  The 

new building is being constructed adjacent to the 

existing one on Bayshore Road.  Once completed the 

new building will be approximately 5,000 square feet, 

over twice the size of the current one.  The building, 

designed by William Kyle Kitchens Architect, will offer a 

large kitchen , a meeting/banquet room, a large dining 

and bar area, and offices.  Taylor Pansing is serving as 

the General Contractor for the project.
